	Five Properties

	Paper


	Absorbs ink, light weight, foldable, flammable, and absorbs water

	Concrete


	Hard, brittle, reacts with water to be stronger, long lasting, and heavy

	Glass


	Clear, hard, melting point is high, made from sand that is melted, can be reflective, & shatters easily

	Steel


	Metallic, conducts electricity, high melting point, strong, malleable (can be flattened when heated)

	Rubber


	Resistant, durable, bouncy, flexible, absorbs sharp corners without shattering

	Plastic


	Durable (which means it doesn’t recycle), absorbs color, low melting point, when melted can be shaped, & some are bendable

	Nylon


	Flammable, transparent, stretchy, soft, & light weight

	Kevlar 

	Starts soft and malleable, resists heat, can be combined to become hard, and light weight

	Carbon Fiber


	Metallic, very light weight, durable, strong, & has a high melting point
